1. Welcome and Introductions

TCC Chairman Troy Lewis welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Action Items
2. Approval of the Minutes
UPON A MOTION by Mr. Simmons (Selma), second by Mrs. Pittman (Edgecombe Co.), the minutes from the UCPRPO TCC meeting held on September 7, 2010 were unanimously approved.  

3. 2010-11 PWP Revision

Mr. Van Liere explained that line item II-B-10 needed to be revised to clarify that the Bicycle and Pedestrian plans that are being developed for Nash and Wilson Counties are being based on the Recommended Content for CTP Bicycle and Pedestrian Element produced by the NC Association of RPO’s and not NCDOT Bicycle and Pedestrian Division.

4. Special Study
